Frequently Asked Questions

When and where do we have to submit the application?
o In-person at any of our three locations or via email to info@mycecc.com.
How many students will be in each classroom/group?
o 15-20 students per group (based on age).
Will different groups of students intermingle?
o Yes, groups from each building will intermingle throughout the summer.
What if my child is attending a Charter School and goes back to school early?
o Parents are provided weekly enroliment flexibility. Late enroliment depends on availability.
What is your sick policy?
o If students are showing signs of iliness impacting their ability to participate in camp, such as a
fever or vomiting, counselors may call parents or guardians to pick them up early. The main
focus is protecting the health and safety of our students, families, and faculty.

Frequently Asked Questions (cont.)

Where will Pre-School be located and will the green shirts be required for them?
o Itislocated at 1110 Cortelyou Road and green camp shirts are optional.
Is financial aid available?
o No, CECC doesn't provide financial aid. We accept ACS/HRA vouchers and 1199 members.
Also, sibling discounts are available.
When will we be notified about the dates to pick up the provided materials?
o This will take place in early to mid-May 2024.
Does the $100 amusement park trip ticket include adults and children?
o Children older than 2 years old would need their own ticket to attend amusement park trips.
Trips are $100 per person (adults & children).
